Year Six have enjoyed getting to know their
Reception Buddies and have evidenced our school values in their approach to supporting the younger
children.

It is now time to look forward to the next half term, Autumn two is always a busy one with lots of
Christmas activities and fun!

Those of you with children in school last year will remember that as part of our curriculum
development last year we had a big focus on remembering and fluency. We will continue to develop
this over the coming year and next half term we will be looking at memory strategies and helping the
children learn how to remember key knowledge and information. We will share some of these ideas
with you via our weekly newsletter.

For those of you new to the school and as a reminder to those who were with us last year there is a
short recap on our curriculum approach here:

Knowledge is built systematically in sequenced steps and is connected across the curriculum, we
know that this deepens learning. Teachers are ensuring that lessons do not overload pupils’
working memory and therefore prevent learning. Our approach to learning is deepening existing
knowledge and not to move on too quickly to new knowledge and, or activities that require
knowledge not yet taught.

At the start of any new unit of work there will be pre learning checks of previous learning to ensure
that the children have the knowledge they need to start the new unit of work. Each lesson there
will be a ‘Remembering Red Recap’ to recall learning from the previous lesson. On completion of a
unit of work children will complete knowledge checks after two, six and twelve weeks. These
knowledge checks will be in an individual ‘File of Knowledge’. This means that the children should
develop fluency and automaticity in essential knowledge, skills and techniques. Our aim is for long
lasting learning and teaching that really has an impact. Children’s progress is an alteration to long
term memory- that means pupils’ goals are to remember curriculum essential knowledge and end
points in all core and foundation subjects.
